Book:  Formula = Author(s), year published, title, location of publisher, name of publisher, page number(s).  There is no one “correct” way to cite a source as there are many different types. The “correct” way is the one that your instructor requests you to use. Book/magazine/journal titles can be underlined or italicized – not both.
