e Don't retell the plot - assume the reader
has read the book and knows the
background. Check your paragraph is
answering the question

e Analysis of why this point in
important/relates to the question

e Hook,

e Use words from the question

e Signpost 3 body paragraph points (clearly
and explicitly)

e Don't retell the plot

e Restate 3 body paragraph points
e Link to question

Consider decisions the character made
and pivotal events.
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
