d. Do you think it was fair to label New Zealand as a racist country?

5. What was the ‘No Maoris – No Tour’ movement? (Section 3)
6. As early as 1921, many ‘white’ South Africans expressed disgust at competing on the rugby field against Maori players.  Provide an example of these sentiments.  How were Maori players viewed by Springbok players from the 1920s to the 1970s?  (Section 3)
7. What were the key influences that led to the cancellation of the 1973 Springbok Tour of New Zealand?  Describe the actions taken by Prime Minister Norman Kirk and why were the contradictory? (Section 4)
8. In 1976, how was New Zealand’s international reputation damaged?

9. What was the Gleneagles Agreement and what impact did it have on New Zealand? (Section 5) 
10. Describe the various organisations in New Zealand that were for and against the 1981 Springbok Tour of New Zealand.  In addition to the web text, look these groups up online and describe their key functions. (Section 6)
