Lessons 1 to 3 – 
An Introduction to Fair Trade
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Success Criteria
Students will gain a basic understanding of the concept of Fair Trade, be able to explain how it helps disadvantaged people around the world.  They will also become familiar with issues related to fair trade – in a broad sense.  They will be able to list these key issues at the end of the week and be able to recite the definitions of key vocabulary words.

Learning Outcomes:

2. Understand what cash crops are and how changes to these markets can have severe consequences for people and their communities
3. Understand the positive impact that co-operatives have on poor farmers and their livelihoods
4. Understand how Fair Trade is an innovative way to promote economic growth and security for farming communities
5. Understand what sweatshops are and the impact of the fashion industry on different groups of people globally
6. Understand what students can do to address trade injustices and make a difference using their new knowledge
7. Be familiar with a case study on one particular fair trade item (e.g., cacao) and the social and economic issues that are associated with it.

100,000 years ago). Before money, trade involved the exchange of gobds anc
: services in a process known as bartering. Today we use money to simplify the
¢ 7/2' exchange process and we call the mechanism that allows trade ‘a market'.

Yk Trade between two traders is called bilateral trade, while trade between more
than two traders is called multilateral trade.

Why do we trade?

There are many reasons for trading. In the beginning, it allowed people to gain access to
resources that they could not produce themselves. An example would be a pig farmer

trading pigs for cloth or nails. Historically, people were more independent — growing
what they needed to eat and being able to produce most items they wanted. However, g
as civilization became more technologically advanced, this became harder to do. We \
became more interdependent — relying on others to acquire the things we need. People

began to specialise in producing one or two types of goods and trading them for other d

things they needed, for example a blacksmith trading tools for food. This led to mass
production and the further advancement of technology and production methods.

Who trades?

Case study — the development of the world’s most famous trading route...

The Silk Road is the most well-known trading routes in history which began in China. Originally, the
Chinese traded silk within their own empire. Caravans from the empire's interior would carry silk to the

western edges of the region. Often small Central Asian tribes would attack these caravans hoping to
capture the traders' valuable commodities.

Chan Ch'ien, the first known Chinese traveler to make contact with the Central Asian tribes (know known as
India), later came up with the idea to expand the silk trade to neighbouring tribes and because of this idea,

the Silk Road was born.
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[image: image5.jpg]The route grew with the rise of the Roman Empire because the Chinese traded silk with Roman-Asian
governments who used them as gifts. It eventually became a 7000 mile route, spanning China, Central
Asia, Northern India, and the Parthian and Roman Empires. It connected the Yellow River Valley to the
Mediterranean Sea and passed through places known today as Iran, Iraq and Syria. Moving trade goods
along the ancient Silk Roads was made difficult by the harsh climatic and geographical conditions of desert
and mountain regions along vast distances. With transportation limited to pack animals, a traveller in a
camel caravan could take over six months to the destination. Thieves were an additional concern because
caravans travelled poorly marked routes. Because of the difficulty of traveling long distances and crossing
territories, merchants generally travelled and traded within
the confines of a single politically controlled area. Goods
were, by necessity, highly portable and tended to be luxury
items whose value grew as they moved farther from their
source.

The Chinese would trade their silk with the Indians for
precious stones and metals such as jade, gold, and silver,
and the Indians would trade the silk with the Roman

Empire. Silk proved to be an expensive import for the
Roman Empire since its trade across Indian and Central
Asia was heavily controlled by the Parthian Empire. One

of the first Westerns to travel the Silk Road to China was the
famous explorer Marco Polo, together with his father Marco Polo arrives in Asia. This painting
