	Wide at the base which means there are a large proportion of young people in the country.

	Wide at the top because there is longer life expectancy.
	The pyramid narrows as the ages increase due to higher death rate

	Narrow at the top which shows there is a small proportion of elderly people.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Wider in the middle which means that people are living longer, less infant mortality.

	HIC
