

Week 10:
Students will Present their Plays in Class
Week 10:  Plays completed and practiced during class time
Success Criteria
Students will solidify and expand their knowledge and familiarity with the history of exclusion in New Zealand in relation to several different minority groups (Māori, Indian, Chinese, Pacifica peoples) and they will be able to engage in role playing and exhibit empathy with their marginalization in society.

Students will become familiar with present-day issues about racism in New Zealand including controversies surrounding the use of Golliwog Dolls and Black Face.  They will come away with an understanding of why these are considered inappropriate.

Lesson 5.1  Understanding Current Debates in Racism 
Task 1:  Reading and Discussion
 We will read Chapter 5 of We Don’t Serve Maori Here as a class (pp. 57-62), then discuss the following points as a class: 
1. New Zealand is a free country.  Isn’t blackface an example of freedom of expression?
2. No one in New Zealand is free to mock or make fun of others openly in public.  This is known as harassment.  
Task 2 – Letter to a Friend
2a. Your friend who moved to another school in the South Island recently wrote you that she was intending to attend a Halloween costume party at her new school, and she was planning to dress up in blackface and carry a Golliwog Doll.  Write a letter and explain why while there is no law that can stop her from doing this, is it considered inappropriate for Kiwis to sell carry a Golliwog Doll around in public or to sell them.  
Lesson 5.2 and 5.3 Poster Project
Create a poster or static image that celebrates tolerance, diversity, and inclusion in New Zealand and how our society is enriched by persons from different ethnic groups, religious backgrounds, and nationalities (so long as they follow The Golden Rule of coexisting peacefully).  Your poster should include:
1. an accurate, catchy title, 
2. a symbol of equality, 
3. at least one photo with caption(s) (words describing the image).  
4. Two modest paragraphs of text
We sometimes hear negative descriptions of new migrants to New Zealand.  Include some of the benefits that new migrants from a variety of countries can add to Kiwi society.  The purpose of the poster is to persuade people to become more tolerant of those who are different from us.  I do NOT want you to create this on your computer or use clip art.  Write it on one or two pages of your Red Books and do it by hand.  Stick figures are fine!
