Week 10
Early New Zealand Migrant Media Ads
Lessons 1 to 3: 
Early British Migrants
Success Criteria
Students will solidify their knowledge on the various pull factors that were involved in early British migrants coming to New Zealand in 1850, and by the end of lesson 2, will have created a recorded advertisement on either their phones or device, luring settlers from Britain to this exciting new land.  By the end of the week students should be able to recount at least 5 pull factors attracting people to New Zealand.  
Task:  Students are going to take the posters that they created in Week 9 and working in groups of 2 to 4, will turn them into a single recorded ad.  
Timeline:
Lesson 1:  Work on script.
Lesson 2:  First 30 minutes = complete script in books; second half of class = record 30 second to 1 minute ad.  If you are in a group of 2, you are expected to have 30 seconds; if more than 2 in a group then I expect an ad of one minute.  DO NOT EXCEED ONE MINUTE.  
Lesson 3:  I will review your scripts, and play several for the class.
