

Year 10 – Week 5:

How to Conduct Basic Research 

For Your Vaping Assessment
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Success Criteria: Students will be able conduct basic research on vaping and by the end of the week will be able to create different types of references using the same reference generator as students at Auckland University. They will also be able to conduct research on vaping using the EPIC database.  
Task 1:  Go to the following website:

For your upcoming assessment you will be using the APA referencing style to identify your sources and where you found them.  As a class we will practice this by accessing the site above.  

Access a website on vaping and place the site in the APA style for websites. You will have to do this online by opening up a basic word file on your desktop because you will need to cut and paste the link as part of the reference citation. Create reference citations for at least 2 different vaping sites. 

We will do this as a class.  

Once you have completed this, show me – then do the same for 2 different newspaper articles, one book, and one Youtube video. 

Lesson 2:  As a class we are going to look at the short video, “The Rise and Fall of Joe Camel, The Cartoon Who Encouraged Kids to Smoke.”  After we watch and discuss the video, students will look at the marketing of Joe Camel from the standpoint of the Camel Cigarette Company and the other from the perspective of the parent of a 6-year-old student.
