

Week 6:

Kiwi Ingenuity

Success Criteria: By the end of the week students will become familiar with eight different ways that New Zealanders have contributed to humanity through invention and they will able to recount the key features of three different inventions. 
Lessons 1 to 3 

(Remember we missed lesson one due to the King’s Birthday, but you are still responsible for completing all seven readings). 
The teacher will hand out the Readings. 

Students will take out their Red Books and answer the questions for each of the eight different readings on inventions. Students will be writing each question out, followed by the answers.  
You will write the title of the Reading as a heading in your Red Book, then you will complete the reading, and write out each of the questions followed by the answers.  Students will take turns sharing the different readings.  You may work in pairs, but each student must complete the assignment in their own books.

Reading 1:  Instant Coffee
1. Has the invention of flat white coffee been decided, once and for all?

2. Why was coffee a drink of the rich in the late 1800s?

3. What problem did the invention of instant coffee solve?

4. What benefits does instant coffee have over whole coffee beans?

5. How can it be proven that Strang invented instant coffee first?
