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Year 9 – Week 3

Exclusion – 
No Maaori Allowed
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  A hikoi through the main street in Pukekohe in 2022 – to highlight Maaori discrimination.  
Success Criteria:  By the end of the week students will be able to identify at least 3 specific types of discrimination perpetrated against Maaori in Pukekohe and be able to define intergenerational trauma. 

This week we will be watching the documentary ‘No Māori Allowed.’ 
*During the time of the events that were depicted in this documentary, the word ‘Māori’ was used without a macron. Therefore, for historical accuracy and to avoid confusion, we will drop its use for the rest of the week. In certain parts of New Zealand, such as the Waikato-Tainui Iwi and in the Pukekohe area, many Māori do not place a macron in the word, instead they denote the long vowel by including an extra ‘a,’ hence they spell the word ‘Māori’ as ‘Maaori’ – and Whānau becomes ‘whaanau.’ Out of respect for that regional culture, and in the spirit of diversity, we will use the extra ‘a’ where a macron would now appear.  

Outside of class time, to view the documentary, you need to create an account with TVNZ on Demand. As you watch the documentary, answer the following questions using complete sentences:

4. Why did the Maaori Kaumātua woman (Pare Rauwhero) initially get angry at Catherine Tamihere and declined to talk to her? (9:00)
5. Materoa Kite is a former teacher at the Pukekohe Maaori-only school in 1953 and 54.  Why was she unhappy with the treatment of Maaori students at the swimming baths (pool). 
6. a) How were Maaori discriminated against at the local cinema?  
     b) What about the barbershop?  

     c.) What would happen if you sat in the barbershop and waited to get your hair cut?  (14:00 
           to 1700 sec.) 
7. Which group was behind the push to have a Maaori-only school in Pukekohe? (17:30 sec.)

8. Some people think that Maaori students were lucky to have their own school where they could learn about their own culture.  This is a myth.  What were Maaori students taught at the Pukekohe Native School? (17:00 sec.)
9. At the 20:00 sec. mark, Pukekohe elder Brien Golding is unhappy with Robert Bartholomew raising the issue of racism in Pukekohe.  What is his criticism?

10. a.) Dr. Jenny-Lee Morgan says that in 1863, Maaori living in Pukekohe left the area – why? 
       b.) What happened to their land?
11. Describe the housing conditions for Maaori living on the market gardens in Pukekohe  (22:30 sec.).    

12. According to Kaumātua Pare Rauwhero, why did Maaori woman have their children at home?  (23:45 sec.)
13. Between the 1920s and the early 1960s, - describe the housing conditions for Maaori workers on the Pukekohe market gardens. (26:00 sec.)
14. According to Pare, Maaori had to walk on one side of the ______ and _______ on the other.  (26:40 sec.)
15. Kaumātua Phyllis Bhana went to the Maaori-only school in the early 1950s and had to do the same drill every day.  Describe it.  
16. What was the White New Zealand League and what was their goal?  Who was the head of the League?  (28:45 sec.).
17. At the 30:00 sec. mark, there is a discussion of inter-generational trauma.  Go online and look up the term.  Define it.  Why is it often referred to as “a soul wound?”
18. Describe the story recounted by Phyllis and her Mum at the Beehive Store on the main street in Pukekohe (30:00-33:00 sec.).  This story is being told by a women in her 70s and happened nearly 60 years ago but she is reliving it as if it happened yesterday.  What does this tell you about the impact traumatic events – and how is this related to intergenerational trauma?
19. How is the situation at the Pukekohe Cemetery a visual reflection of the history of Maaori-Pakeha relations in the town?
20. Why does Mr. Bartholomew claim that – in the past, a Maaori life was not worth the same as a Pakeha life?  What is his evidence? (34:30 sec.)  

21. What does Dr. Morgan think about those who fear teaching about the racist past in Pukekohe?  Should we be worried about dredging up this history? (41:30 sec.)
22. Dr Morgan states that Pukekohe could be the first __________ town that is _________, diversity-rich… the most aroha place in Aotearoa if it chose to do that (42:50 sec.)

Google “Pukekohe Mural Project.”  In what ways have the team at Pukekohe High School, which is working to create murals (paintings on walls) celebrating local Maaori history, trying to create positive change in the town?
Task:  Using one or two pages in your Red Books, design a mural for downtown Pukekohe.  Based on what you learned in the documentary – how would you design the mural to be able to celebrate local Maaori history while at the same time, bringing people from different cultural backgrounds together?
