

Week 4 Global –

Kaitiakitanga (Māori Guardianship)
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This week will look at the traditional concept of kaitiakitanga which is part of a complex, social, cultural, economic and spiritual system that has been established through long association of iwi and hapū with land and waters. In Lesson 3 we will be focusing on a current event on feral cats in New Zealand - which we will relate to kaitiakitanga later in the week.
Success Criteria
Students will be able to recite key definitions in relation to kaitiakitanga and how this concept relates to mana, tapu, mauri, and rāhui.

Kaitiakitanga means guardianship and protection. It is a way of managing the environment, based on the Māori world view. A kaitiaki is a guardian. This can be a person or group that cares for an area such as a lake or forest. They are given that role by the local iwi.

Key Definitions to keep in mind:
1. Fact:  something that is true and cannot be dispute.  “Ian Morrison is the principal of Mission Heights Junior College,” is a fact.  

2. Opinion:  a viewpoint, judgment or assessment.  “Ian Morrison is a great principal” is an opinion (although we know it is true!)  

3. Neutral:  trying to be fair by not taking sides.

4. Biased:  showing favoritism; supporting a particular viewpoint.  

5. Current Event:  recent news events

6. International:  anywhere outside of New Zealand.

7. National:  anywhere within New Zealand.

8. District:  within the control of the Auckland Council
9. Regional:  greater Auckland (eg, a 50 km radius of the Sky Tower). This is an arbitrary definition created for convenience

10. Local: within the Botany, Flat Bush & Howick area (roughly)

11. What is ‘local’ is open to interpretation and will vary from person to person, but use my definitions.  

12. Journalist:  another name for a reporter; a writer who aims for a mass audience.  Reporters are usually expected to be neutral in their writing, unless they are writing an editorial, in which case they are expected to give their views on a particular subject, even if it is one-sided.  Such articles appear on the editorial page and are clearly labeled as an opinion.

13. Complete sentence:  must have a noun (the subject) and a verb (something that the subject did or is doing).  A noun is a person, place or thing.  A verb is an action word.  Hence, a complete sentence would be: “The girl jumped.”  (“The girl” = the subject; “jumped” = predicate or verb).
