How much do Joe and Hannah weigh?

How old are Hannah and Joe?

2.

Well, I’m 4 times as
 heavy as Rion!

I weigh
15 kilograms.

I’m half as old
 as Hannah.

I’m 8 times as
 old as Rion.

I’m only 2.
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Joe gets 4 times as
much as Rion.

I get $1.50 more
 than Rion.

5. Make up some “times as much” or “times as many” problems
for a classmate to solve.

c.  i. How much more does Hannah get than Rion?
